EDUCATION KEEPS CHURCHILL BUILDING SURVEYOR AHEAD OF THE PACK

The Building Commission this week recognised Building Surveyor Chris Watson from Churchill for his commitment to Continuing Professional Development (CPD). 

The Building Commission coordinates CPD Awards every year to recognise those individuals who are working to improve their business and deliver better outcomes for consumers.

Building Commissioner Tony Arnel presented Chris with the 15-Point CPD Excellence Award for 2009 at the annual awards held on Tuesday evening in Docklands. 
As the winner Chris received $2000 to invest in future CPD activities. 

Mr Arnel said CPD was a necessity for practitioners seeking success in the Victorian building industry. 
“Congratulations to Chris for his commitment to continued learning, which prepared him to respond appropriately in the wake of the bushfires.”

Chris has contributed strongly to the communities affected by bushfire, his local community and municipality, and the profession – all of which has been underpinned by his CPD activities. Chris’ working knowledge on new bushfire standards meant he was able to immediately assist other building surveyors to understand the new Australian Standard so they could issue building permits for reconstruction.
There are four CPD Awards: 12-Point CPD Excellence Award; 15-Point CPD Excellence Award; 5 Star Sustainability; and CPD Provider of the Year. This year, there were a total of nineteen finalists. 

Mr Arnel congratulated all the winners and said he hoped practitioners would remain committed to lifelong learning in 2010. 
“Chris took his learning to a whole new level last year and this has earned him not only recognition in the form of an Award; but also positively impacted his workplace.”
Nominations for the 2010 CPD Awards will open towards the end of this year, giving practitioners plenty of time to earn CPD points.
