Summons issued to builder after Building Commission investigation  

A charge and summons have been issued against a building company and the builders at the centre of a Building Commission home relocation investigation.  
After the Building Commission acted on a number of official complaints relating to Classic Period Homes Pty Ltd and its director, Brendan John Clune, a summons was issued for the director and the company to appear in the Heidelberg Magistrate’s Court on 18 May 2006. 

The Building Commission began investigations into the conduct of Classic Period Homes in mid-2003, when complaints were received regarding the company’s house relocation practices. The investigation continued as more complainants came forward.   

Building Commissioner, Tony Arnel, said the Building Commission had monitored the Classic Period Homes case closely, having already prosecuted Classic Period Homes Pty Ltd and its directors.  
“Classic Period Homes Pty Ltd and its directors were prosecuted in March 2005 and received fines and costs of more than $20,000”, he said.

Mr Arnel said the previous court case found that Classic Period Homes and its directors commenced work under two major domestic building contracts without appropriate insurance.
“The case in 2005 was a scenario where the individual company and its directors decided to take short cuts that were simply unacceptable,” Mr Arnel said.
