These simple tips will help to save you money, energy and keep you comfortable all year round:

· Try to use ceiling fans instead of air coolers 

· Dress for the weather. Wear an extra layer and an additional pair of socks in the cold 

· Keep doors and windows shut to keep heat or cool air where it should be 

· Make sure insulation is properly installed and that gaps around doors and windows are sealed to prevent 'leakage'

· Check the energy rating labels on gas heaters and air-conditioners and choose the right sized unit for your needs.
