Brunswick building collapse may be connected to nearby building works
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On 4 November, a building on the corner of Albion Street and Sydney Road collapsed.

Police evacuated the building prior to its collapse and, importantly, no person was injured.

The Building Commission understands that the cause of the collapse may be connected to construction work adjacent to the site.

The building surveyor has an important role in the approval of any building work to ensure the safety of the construction and protection of any adjacent building. The registered builder also has an important role to ensure that the work is completed in accordance with the approved plans.
The Commission has contacted the police, WorkSafe and the Moreland City Council. The matter will be investigated fully in conjunction with WorkSafe and the Moreland City Council.
When such investigations identify breaches of legislation or professional conduct, the Commission proceeds to prosecution in a court of competent jurisdiction and/ or via an inquiry by the Building Practitioners Board.
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
