Victoria’s building industry continues to offer a good work environment and a place to develop careers according to the most recent pulse° 2008 practitioner and consumer survey. 
The pulseº survey shows of the Registered Building Practitioners (RBPs) surveyed 85 per cent have high job satisfaction.  
The pulseº survey also highlighted a strong focus on careers, with RBPs highly valuing their Continuing Professional Development (CPD). Nearly two-thirds of the RBPs surveyed viewed CPD as highly important to their ability to practice with 61 per cent stating they were better informed and knowledgeable as a result of CPD.

Victoria’s building industry also continued to have a professional reputation with the survey revealing that RBPs were meeting consumer expectations. The consumers surveyed reported high levels of confidence in their builders’ technical qualifications (88 per cent), work practices and processes (84 per cent) and ethical standards (85 per cent). 
The pulseº 2008 survey involved 600 building consumers and 600 Registered Building Practitioners.
