BRICKWORK MAINTENANCE ESSENTIAL FOR HOME SAFETY 
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Acting Building Commissioner, Jeff Norton, has issued a warning to homeowners to regularly check their bricks and mortar, following the tragic death of a 36 year-old woman from falling house bricks yesterday.  
“While tragic accidents, such as yesterdays, are an uncommon occurrence, it should be a reminder to all homeowners to undertake regular maintenance checks on their brickwork,” said Mr Norton 

“Homeowner should look for cracked bricks and crumbling mortar, as these may indicate the need for repair work.
“If you are in any doubt about the structural stability of a brick wall or the integrity of the bricks and mortar, you should have the brickwork inspected by a registered building practitioner, such as a structural engineer,” he said.
